You may well say that the children are unlucky because they cannot decide their careers themselves, but I don’t think that it is absolutely lucky that you can make up your mind for yourself about things important such as your career. It is not easy to live with your decisions whether they are good or bad, so it is not necessarily unlucky that you have such parents. (120 words)
I think children whose careers are chosen by their parents are unlucky. It is because those children can’t decide their careers as they like and find the ones suitable for them. It is certain that children can develop their abilities easily if the careers chosen by their parents are suitable for them. However, children would be bored and  unable to develop their abilities if they are not interested in the careers chosen by their parents. Getting knowledge about various careers  and choosing the careers themselves are very valuable to children. In addition, children would continue the careers easily and positively if they have decided them. I believe children should choose their careers themselves to enrich their lives. (109 words)
I don’t think those children are unlucky. This is because I regard it as natural that parents decide what their children should do to some extent. Some people may say it is an undue insistence, but I think children can stop practicing the sport if they really hate it. Also, even if they like the sport and are good at it, they don’t have to become professional athletes. They can choose　their own careers. On the other hand, I don’t think they are lucky either. Some people may say it was lucky for some excellent professional athletes that their parents made them start on the sport in infancy, but there are many wonderful athletes who started the sport in primary school or much later. Because of these reasons, I don’t think those children are either lucky or unlucky. (138words)
I think those children are unlucky because they are forced to try to become professional athletes even if they don’t want to be. Becoming a professional athlete is very hard, so it is necessary for children to have a strong incentive in order to become good athletes. It is true that thanks to their dedicated parents, the children have opportunities to become athletes, but not all children want to be professional athletes. It is a pity that children are forced to train very hard whether or not they want to, and I think their careers should be decided by the children themselves, not their parents. Therefore, those children whose parents try very hard to help them become professional athletes are unlucky. (122)
I don’t think those children are lucky. Making their children concentrate on only one thing is not good. I think the parents’ job is to introduce many possible career options to them and let them choose what they want to do by themselves. Then, support them if they need their help. Otherwise, children who are afraid of telling their opinions to their parents must keep on playing baseball, for example, even if they don’t want to. Also they may hate practicing it. Practicing unwillingly doesn’t make them become professional athletes even if there is enough support. I think the luckiest thing is to have parents who try to understand their children. (111 words)
If a child wants to become a professional athlete and the parents try very hard to help their child make his/her dream reality, I think that child is lucky. This is because it is quite hard for a child to become a professional athlete without parental support.
However, if a child doesn’t want to become a professional athlete or doesn’t have a talent for becoming an athlete, his/her parents’ help becomes a burden for the child. In that case, I think that child is unlucky. In either case, what is the most important is that children decide their careers themselves.
People feel more responsible for the careers which they have chosen themselves, and that sense of responsibility is their strength as they are less likely to give up when they encounter difficulties while working. (134 words)
I cannot decide whether such children are lucky or not. When I was a child, my parents let me do　whatever I liked, so I had a lot of free time and could do almost anything I wanted to do. For example, I played in a park every day, played a video game with my friends or sometimes slept until noon. This was pleasant for me. However, if I had a child and discovered that he or she has a wonderful talent to be a professional athlete, maybe I would try hard to help him or her become a professional athlete. These are the reasons I cannot decide.  (108 words)
I think those children are unlucky because they can not decide their careers themselves. I believe that children should decide their own occupations, which are a large part of their lives, themselves. If parents decide their child’s career without asking their child’s preference, the child may lose his interest, be tired of it and finally quit it, because professional athletes are under great pressure and they need to have passions for the sport they play.
Parents should take into consideration what their child wants to do and what he is interested in. He will be happy if he pursues a career which fascinates him. So it is important to let a child experience many things, and not only one thing, in order to help the child to find a suitable career. (131 words)
I think that if some parents try very hard to help their children become professional athletes in order to teach their children the importance of making efforts to achieve an aim, those children are lucky. There are two reasons for this statement. First, those children spend more time with their parents than children at large. For example, some parents coach their children every day. Secondly, even if those children couldn’t become professional baseball or soccer players, they will be able to flourish in other areas. That’s because they realize that it is important to make an effort to reach a goal. (101words)
I think they are unlucky because they can’t enjoy a sport really. The practice for becoming professional athletes is very hard and it is essential for children to continue such practice. Few children can persevere with such　hard exercises. Some children give up the sport, other children stop all kind of sports. They cannot enjoy the sport really because their parents and coaches want them only to win. Winners are always satisfied. But losers are scolded for their mental weakness by their parents. I’m sure that winning is good, but it is not necessarily all the pleasure of sports. I want all parents to let their child enjoy playing a sport. (110 words)
I love tennis, so I want my children to play tennis. But I don’t want them to become professional athletes. I think they should decide what they want to do in their future for themselves. Suppose you imposed your dreams on them. If they can indeed become professional athletes, both the parents and they will be really happy. But if they can’t become professional athletes, they will not be happy. That’s why I think those children are unlucky. To make the matter worse, they cannot decide their career for themselves. I think if you want your children to become professional athletes, you should not try to help them become professional athletes but try to help them love the sports which you love. (121words)
I think they are lucky. It’s because many people want to become professional athletes in their childhood. But it is very difficult to achieve their dreams. Children have many opportunities when their parents try very hard to help them become professional athletes. For example, Fukuhara Ai and Ishikawa Ryo have succeeded with the help of their parents. Certainly, children are unlucky when they can’t decide their careers themselves. But, both opportunities and abilities are essential to becoming professional athletes. So no matter how hard parents try to help their children, it does not make sense at all, when their children are not talented enough to play well. So, I don't think children should complain about not choosing their own careers as long as the parents try hard to support them. (130 words)
Although physical strength and health are indispensable in the course of life, children are unlucky if parents try to produce professional players. Professional players, who have been dedicating themselves to physical training, seem to lack basic academic skills such as the ability of logical thinking and broad knowledge, which are required for almost all jobs nowadays. Hence those children above only have limited possibilities when they choose careers. They have to live miserable lives if they fail to become professional players. Even if they succeed in becoming superstars, they can't enjoy sports fully because they have an urge to earn as much money as possible first of all. Moreover, they can't work so long due to physical decline and injury, though professional sports pay well. Thus we shouldn't make children dedicate themselves to just one thing, but cultivate various aspects of the abilities of our children. (146)
I think these children are lucky because they have dedicated parents.  Certainly, some may say they are unlucky because they can not decide their careers themselves.  However, when ordinary children today have too many options as to their future career, they are often confused and sometimes do nothing because they can’t tell what they should do and what they should not do.  In contrast to this, children who have dedicated parents may be restricted to the career their parents decide, but they can concentrate on the career and will never be at a loss as to what they should do.  In addition to this, such children are more likely to succeed in their career than the children who don’t have dedicated parents, and therefore, are more likely to earn more money and gain more fame as　athletes. (138words)
I don't think those children are lucky. There are two reasons. First, they cannot decide their careers themselves. I think they may ask themselves “Is this the career that I really want to pursue?” when they grow up. If that career is not the best career for them, the children may find it difficult to live with it. Secondly, parents may make their children practice as much as possible. So they have no time to play with his/her friends. Children like to play, and it is important for them to play with friends because they can improve their sociality. If they have no time to communicate with friends they miss the chances to improve their sociality. For these reasons, I don't think those children are lucky. (128 words)
