For example, bank robbers get a lot of money and they are satisfied with their work. But the victims should be unhappy. On the other hand, firefighters save a lot of people. When firefighters save people, they are satisfied with their work and the rescued people are very grateful. I think that it is one good example of success in life. It's not just self-satisfaction. A lot of people applaud firefighters for their brave action. We should contribute to society if we really want to get success in our life. (121 words)
I agree with the statement. Whether one’s life is successful or not depends on how he thinks of his life. For example, even if one gets a lot of money, his life is not successful when he feels that he hasn’t gotten enough. Another example is one who is poor but enjoys his life. I think he is successful in his life. In brief, even if one seems to be doing well, his life is not successful when he is not satisfied with it. Also, even if others do not think so, one's life is successful when he is satisfied with it. I want to be satisfied with my life when I die however my life will be. (117 words)
I agree with the statement that success in life is determined by how satisfied one is.  People tend to think that the more money one has, the more likely he or she is to become happy.  However, just because one has a lot of money, it doesn’t always mean that the person is really happy.  For example, suppose that a man has a lot of money but doesn’t have friends to play with.  In such a situation, he has no choice but to spend his money alone, which we generally don’t regard as success in life.  On the other hand, even if a man has little money, having a lot of friends and playing with them will give him a certain kind of satisfaction.  We probably view this as success in life.  In this sense, success in life depends on how satisfied one is. I agree with the statement that success in life is determined by how satisfied one is. Of course, people tend to regard people who have made a large fortune and are influential in society as those who are successful in their own life. Wealth and power show how successful they are. And I think that success in life might be determined by how satisfied people feel especially at the time of death. (100 words)
I disagree with this statement. That’s because I think success in life depends on whether one contributes to the progress of society and one’s work has a good influence on the future. Even if his effort isn't appreciated while he is alive, I think his life is a great success if his contribution is recognized after death. For example, Mendel, who discovered Mendel’s law, wasn’t appreciated while he was alive. If Mendel’s law hadn’t been discovered by Mendel, modern genetics wouldn’t have been developed remarkably and DNA wouldn’t have been discovered. So Mendel must not have been satisfied with his life. But I think his life is a great success because he greatly contributed to the development of modern genetics. (120words)
I disagree with the statement because I don't think satisfaction alone is sufficient to call it a successful life. In addition to satisfaction, one should also have enough money and significant goals to be successful.
For example, people probably don’t realize that they are successful in life if they don’t have enough money to buy something to eat but are satisfied with having good friends. Or if there are people who don’t try to work and are idle but are satisfied with the present, we can’t regard them as successful. To succeed in life, it is necessary to have substantial stability, earnestness and satisfaction, I think. (106 words)

It might be a success for the modest man, but it is just a transit point on the way to ultimate wealth for the latter man. Also if one is not satisfied with his life, he would envy others. They cannot have confidence in what they have done in their life. I don’t think you can say people in those conditions have succeeded in life. (111 words)
I partly disagree with the statement. Success in life is determined not only by how satisfied one is but by how satisfied or happy other people are about what one did. If people around you become unhappy because of your success, I donʼt think that you are really successful. It isn't accepted as a success, for it is just self-satisfaction. We live in society and have affiliations with several communities and relationships with each other. Therefore, to succeed, one has to do something good for the people who live in the same society. Your success in life is given by those around you. (100)
I really agree with the statement. They say that a successful person is someone who has a reputation or who has earned a lot of money. And people want a reputation or much money for their satisfaction. So, it is natural that how satisfied you are determines whether you are successful or not in your life. You may think that even if you are not famous or do not have much money, you are successful in your life when you are happy. But, after all, you are also satisfied when you are happy. In the end, success is the same as satisfaction. (100 words)
