I think schools have two important functions; making students

be able to get along with others and teaching academic subjects to students.

For example, mothers teach her child their children how to get along with friends. I think a school is established for education, so the most important function of a school is to educate children. I also think we can learn how to get along with others by ourselves. Education in Japan is getting worse awfully by various factors recently, so teachers should say that the most important function of a school is to educate, not say that it is to teach how to get along with others. What teachers should do the best is education.

Only through those activities at school, children can develop sociability social skills and notice that it’s bad to behave as they want all the time. Although I sometimes felt it was annoying to join the school events when I was a junior high school student, now I know the importance of cooperating with others.

I agree with the view that the most important function of a school is to teach the students how to get along with others. The main reason to think so is that we can learn subjects without other peoples, but we can’t learn how to make good relationships with others without other people. Schools give children the opportunities opportunity to get contact with others. And this experience will be very important for children because societies are based on the relations of between a lot of people. If children do not know how to approach others, what they study would be useless and thier societies would not work.

Teaching how to get along with others is one of the most important functions of a school. In aschool, children learn how to get along with others naturally through various activities such as studying, playing, cleaning, and having a lunch. The situations where there are many classmates have the same purpose to improve their abilities make children learn how to get along with others.
For example, in a school where students study hard to pass a tough entrance examination offor great universities in Japan , students improve their abilities through sharing information and friendly competition. I think that true friendly competition is essential for making true friendshipsand that making true friendships teaches one how to get along with others.
 I agree with this idea. A school is a place where children first meet many people but other than their families or relatives. There is no better place than a school in order to get learn ways how to get along with others. Children can learn many things about them there. Some people may say that the most important function of a school is teaching knowledge of subjects, but children can learn the get this knowledge (you can "get knowledge" or "acquire knowledge" but not "learn knowledge") from parents, from  tutors, or for by themselves. They don’t necessarily have to go to school for getting to get such knowledge. Many various children gather in a school. So, I think a school is the best place to learn how to get along with different kinds of people.

I don't agree with this view. I think the most important function of a school is to give students a place to study. 
Though parents today are too busy to teach completely their children how to get along with others, 
those who can teach children every day are their parents. I think children should be told again and again 
in order to improve their skills to communicate in communicating with others.
So, schools can't develop children's ability to interact with others, 
because most children don't go to school every day. But there's a library in every school. 
There are many books and children can read them freely. 
I think they should read as many books as possible to get much more knowledge.

I disagree with the idea that the most important thing to be taught in grade schools is the way to get along with other people. Sociality is Social skills are important, of course, but I think it is not a thing to be taught. Children acquire primitive sociality in their home for the first time and it’s an important role of a home, and in grade schools, they can play and study with friends, learning how to get along with others, and the ability they get there is not possible at be able to be got in their home and is important throughout their lives. I think such sociality can’t be taught by teachers. Children can get it only in through their own experiences.

I disagree with this view. There are several reasons about for this. First, teaching the students how to get along with others is only a part of schools'function. This is because children can get along with others everywhere. For example, they can play with their friends in the park; or have dinner with their parents. Secondarily, the most important function of a school is to help students to be become interested in various things. By experiencing many things, students have to know that there are many fields and communities around them. In doing so, they realize what they can do and like. Thus, I think that teaching them how to get along with others is not the most important thing.

I agree that the most important function of a school is to teach the students how to get along with others. Nowadays, school is an almost the only place where children learn how to get along with others. Their neighborhood hardly touches them and a cram school teaches the students only the way how to pass an entrance examination. In addition, I think school is not only the most important but also the most effective to do that. My high school holds a school festival and it is organized by only students. All of the students have to join forces. School is relevant to teach the students to get along with others like at my school.

I agree with this view. It is a pity that many people believe that the
most important function of a school is to give students knowledge.
There are many children at a school. So children need to get along with
others to enjoy life in a at school. Children can learn to communicate with
others at a school.
When children become adults, they must know how to get along with others
to be a member of the society. In the society they should get along with
people they don't like.
So children need to to learn to get along with others at a school.

I agree with the view. Other teachers might think that the most important thing students should do at school is to study such subjects such as mathematics, foreign languages, biology, history, and so on. But in order to study them, students do not have to take the trouble to go to school. They can study more efficiently through by attending a cram school or using a correspondence course. Actually, students spend most of the time at school in learning to get along with others ― making friends, and talking with their classmates, seniors, and teachers, etc. A School provides children with an opportunity to meet various people. Therefore, teachers should pay enough attention to whether students can learn what sociability is.

I disagree with a view that the most important function of a school is to teach the students how to get along with others.

That is because I think that the most important function of a school is to teach study after all.

As the original meaning of “school ” is a place where teachers teaches students how to study, schools should be that, and getting along with

others can be learned anywhere, as old people without schools could get along with others.

So I think learning how to get along with others is not necessarily taught at schools, and how to study is taught there.
I do not think that the most important function of a school is to teach the students how to get along with others. Of course the function is a very important and essential one, but I think the most important function is to teach students a lot of subjects so that students can get diverse views. Though students should study something interesting for them, teachers must teach something uninteresting for students to broaden thier minds. And I guess that the importance of the function to teach how to get along with others is depends on the student's' age. So, this function is not true of all grades.

Then, you will be
neglected because people think your shortages will never be improved
anymore. Therefore you will have great difficulty in your daily life and you
won't be able to work without creating lots of friction.

I agree with the view that the most important function of a school is to teach the its students how to get along well with others. You can study at juku only if you study. But at school, there are many events such as cultural festivals, athletic festivals, or music festivals. Moreover many students belong to club activities. Through such events and activities, students can learn how to get along well with others by jointly working with other students at the school. For example, I often had difficulties to correspond opinions. But after I carried out something with my friends, I could have deeper relation with my friends. So, I agree with that view.

I disagree with the view that the most important function of a school is to teach the its

students how to get along with others. It is true that students must learn how to get

along with others and that teachers can help them make friends, but they should gain

the ability spontaneously. Friends are not what are given but are what they students make by

themselves. I think the most important function of a school is to teach the its students

how to think or reason. Most of the knowledge taught in a school might be useless

in the students’ future but the way of thinking or reasoning will be useful certainly.

I agree with this view. Of course, it is important to teach subjects such as mathematics and English. However, it is more important to teach how to get along with others. This is because people need the ability to get along with others when they work after their graduation. If people want to succeed in their business, they need to cooperate with their colleagues. So, it is necessary for people to learn if what they do makes other people happy or sad. It is difficult to cultivate the ability to get along with others after growing up. 　I disagree with this view. I believe that how to get along with others is not what you are taught but what you learn by yourself as you actually interact with them. It is true that there is moral education in schools, and it might give you ideas of how to behave to get along with people. However, it does not mean if you take this course, you can be a friend with everyone, because each one has the a unique character so that there are not definite rules or ways that you can get friends if you follow. The only way that you can find what you should do and not do to get along with people is through your experience.

I agree with this view. If you didn’t commute to school, you had to make friends by yourselves. I think it is very hard. At school, you are forced to be with other classmates, and must do many things in cooperation with them. So, you can be friendly with them without making a great efforts. In addition, when you quarrel with a friend, you can make up with him/her easily, because you must be always with him/her. You will feel uncomfortable. If you quarrel at the other another place, you can escape from there. However, you can’t escape from school. So you are forced to face up to the trouble. For these reasons, I agree with this view.

I agree with this view. I think if students just want to study, they should go to cram school. In school, they have various events such as a sports days, a cultural festivals, and excursions. Through those events, they can make a lot of friends and learn how to get along with them. Then what teachers have to do is to help their students do so. With good teachers' help, students enjoy school lives and at whatever job they get after they graduate from school, they can communicate with others well. Indeed, to teach subjects is also important in school, but now more and more students are being injured mentally by bullying. Teachers should do what their students want them to do.

They need to be taught how to get along with others. In school, children can learn it how as they actually interact with one another. Of course, studying is very important, but learning how to get along with others is more helpful when they enter the society. That’s why I agree with this view. 

I agree that view. It’s because now that most students have few brothers or
sisters, they cannot talk with many people in their house homes and recognize that
there are a lot of opinions out there. For example, while my late grandfather have had
about seven brothers, I have only one brother. So my grandfather could talk
with more people than I. After all, I have to go to school and talk with many
friends in order to learn how to get along with others. I think that some
talented students can study without teachers as long as they have textbooks
but they cannot be sociable without others.

I disagree with this view because I think family members should teach the way to communicate with others.

Children at in the era before the school system was established used to communicate well. They used to not go to a school but be and were taught the way of communicating with others by their senior family members. This way is very good because adults could teach their children more personally and deeply and could teach not only the way but the specific cases directly and closely. These days, children are often be alone and their opportunities to communicate with others become less than those of children in the past because adults work outside. Family members should try to spend more time with their children.

I disagree with this view.

That’s because I think school should be a place where students can learn

a lot of things by their reliable teachers.

If teachers think as along the lines of this view, they are likely to forget about their original duties duty,

that they should teach various subjects, and if teachers think little of 

studying and do not study on their own, the quality of teachers will decline.

It is true that learning how to get along with others is important, but

students can gradually learn this in their school, where they meet 

a lot of people and problems even if their teachers do not compel 

them to learn it.

I agree with this view. There are many people in a school such as students, teachers, and other adults who help the school work well, and we have a lot of chances to talk with them. Therefore, we have to take care about of many things. For example, when we are talking with teachers or these adults, we have to speak in polite words. For another example, sometimes we have to decide something in class though there are a lot of different ideas because there are many kinds of people in class. Then, we need to debate until all of the classmates come to get be convinced. These are special experiences which we cannot have if we stay at home.

I disagree with that view. Of course, the students learn how to get along with others at school, but if children entered the world of work before entering a school, they would meet many kinds of people and learn how to get along with others in society. In other words, teachers don't have to teach their students how to get along with others at school. On the other hand, people cannot be intent on studying after graduating because of their work and responsibilities. For these reasons, I think the most important function of a school is to educate the students, not to teach how to get along with others.

I agree that the most important function of a school is to teach the students how to get along with others. Of course, studying is also important. However, I think it is more important than it that students learn how to get along with others. If we are to live in this world, we must live in some communities and should help each other there. Imagine you were left in a desert. What could you do alone? Maybe you will feel solitude and want to talk with someone. People cannot live alone. So, we must think much of others. I agree with this view. No person can live alone. So we have to learn how to get along with other people. There are many people at school. Some children may be very kind, other children may be very nasty, and still others may be like comedians. Strictly speaking, however, I think this function is only one of the examples of a school's educational functions. Of course, children can study at school. Children will surely need a large variety
of knowledge about school subjects when they start to work, so studying
at school should never be underestimated.
In conclusion, when talking of about the most important function of a school, I
believe teaching studies should come first.

I disagree about this view because students have to learn how to get along with others not through instruction of by their teachers but through their own human relationships.
This is my example. (nothing grammatically incorrect, but "Here is an example" is more natural.)
When I was a high school student and belonged to a club, we sometimes had quarrels about various problems. However we solved such problems by ourselves each time we had them. Then we had learned human relationship step by step. All the teacher of the club did for us was to offer the opportunity of learning and give us advice to break through difficulty.
Students will know how to get along with others by themselves, so teachers do not have to be eager to teach such a thing.

This view is true to some extent, but if teaching children to study was the main role of schools then they could be replaced by other systems such as home schools schooling.

 I believe that the reason why schools are so important for children is that it they provides a community in which children have to participate whether they like it or not. By teaching children to fit in to these communities, children are shaped into social beings who can be beneficial members of the society when they grow up.

  I agree with this view. It is before you get into the become a full-fledged member of society that you go to school. When you are in the society out of school, you have to work with many others to do your tasks. For example, when your company has you contract with another company, you have to talk properly with those in the company. If you are researcher and try to do hard work which cannot be done by yourself, you have to work with other people. In this way, you have to get along well with others, so have to learn to do so before you get into the (see above) society, when you go to school. That is why I think the main function of a school is to teach children how to get along with others.

I don't agree with the view of those teachers who believe that a school's most important function is to teach the students how to get along with others. Of course, I don't deny the necessity of this capacity, since people usually have to work on some projects together with others in order to accomplish the same goal efficiently, and teamwork is really common in this modern society. However, the most important mission of a high school, is to teach the students knowledge and ensure that they have actually mastered it, with the simple reason that students must possess the ability of solving problems　independently especially for the entrance exam during which teamwork is never allowed.
