It helps me to understand the mechanism  of this society and the recent social problems. Therefore, thanks to this subject, I came to feel this world to be close closer to the world.
The most important subject to for me was the physics class that I took when I was a high school student. Before I took the that class and met a the teacher, I did not like physics, and I thought it was a boring class subject. But, the class was so impressive to me that I became interested in the subject. So, I decided to enter Kyoto University, Department of Engineering.

It is not exaggeration to say that the experience made me think about natural science more seriously, and that I owe what I am now to it. Thus, the that physics class was the most useful and important for my life.
I think it is mathematics. Mathematics has made had an effective good (influence is not necessarily good or bad, so you must specify) influence on the my other subjects. In my childhood, I was eager to answer the mathematical questions because I liked calculating them. And that made me learn to arrange several pieces of information logically. That is because math is composed of logic and the numbers. That ability made had a positive influence (or: made a positive impact) on the other subjects ("classes" instead of "subjects" is better here) as I said before. When I took a test in the Japanese language, for example, I easily solved it. I easily grasped the assertion of the writer since the Japanese language was also composed of logic. So I think mathematics is critical for students.

The most useful subject I have learned is English. First, I went to
Malaysia for two weeks last spring. In Malaysia, I was able to make
Malaysian people understand me with my poor English instead of Malay
in the restaurants or the shops. Second,  a lot of useful websites are
written in English. To use the Internet effectively and usefully (to "use usefully" is not used), we have
to　understand English to some extent. Today, many people around the
world are able to speak English, so we can use English almost all over
the world and communicate with each other. So I have to learn English
more and more.
Japanese is the most useful subject I have learned. In my high school days, I used to think that it was easy for me to understand what Japanese sentences meant. However, I made many mistakes in the questions of Japanese questions. And I realized that I could not understand what writers stressed although I read and wrote a lot of Japanese sentences. For this reason, I studied the rules of Japanese, such as logic and context. So I grasped the  contents of books more profoundly and quickly. I think English is the most useful subject which I have learned. I can communicate with many foreign people using English and make friends with them. Since I like English and am good at reading it, I can do it easily, but my friends who are bad at English have difficulty with the their assignments. Because of these two reasons, I regard English as very useful.

The Japanese and Chinese classics I learned in my high school days are the most
useful in my life. When I talk with foreign people, they often ask me about
the roots of Japanese Kanji and old sayings. Knowledge from those subjects
helps me a lot on such an occasions (plural because they "often" ask you about...) . When I explain the origins of Japanese
letters and proverbs according to my knowledge, they are always pleased.
Moreover, those texts give us advice on how we should live or how we should
judge between right and wrong. By contrast, the other subjects, such as
mathematics and sciences, are vale value-free (or: do not teach such values). These examples make it clear that
Japanese and Chinese classics are useful for both international exchanges
and cultivation of characters.

The most useful subject I have learned is English. I have three
reasons to support my answer. The first is that English is one of the
most important subjects for the entrance examinations for universities university entrance examinations
in Japan.

In my opinion, mathematics is the most useful subject I have ever learned. Learning mathematics has some merits.

Through learning these things, I am more aware of what who I am as a Japanese. 
And ethics has another virtue. 
Although what we learn in ethics is what great thinkers said in the past, 
ethics teaches to us how to live in the future. 
This is because, I think, what great philosophers have thought is extremely universal. 
For these reasons, I think ethics is very beneficial.

The most useful subject I have learned is arithmetic, which I learned in elementary school.
Of course, Japanese, in which I speak, read, write and think, is also essential for my life, because I can't do anything without Japanese. But I could (I think this usage actually works) speak and think in Japanese to some extent even if I didn't go to school.
However, I don't think that I could understand the concepts of numbers, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division and so on without learning them at school. However, these skills are also essential and fundamental skills in my life.
Thus, in my opinion, the most useful and practical subject I have learned is arithmetic.

I used to think the subjects I had learned were useless. However, now I think all the subjects I have learned are very useful very much.  When we learn a subject, it is difficult actually to feel the benefits of it. For example, though we learned arithmetic, computers practically make calculations instead of us. However, it is impossible to make ones calculate without knowledge of arithmetic.  Whatever subject it is, you improve yourself by learning studying hard. If you had learned only subjects which you thought were useful, you couldn’t wouldn't be able to overcome difficulties. I realized I had missed the true nature of learning.  For this reason I believe all the subjects I have learned are useful very much. 


I think that the more useful subject which is more useful than anything else is the hands-on computer training instruction. These days more and more people are using computers and computer literacy is essential. So we should learn how to use computers (aotani：a/the computer? computers? Which is the best?) It gives me an ideas which I couldn’t hit upon if I didn’t know that knowledge. 
In other words, I can think about things from various points of view using that knowledge. 

 Therefore, the most useful subject is history. 


Science is the most useful subject for me. This is because the subject teaches me principles of various dairy どあほ！！phenomena. For example, I have learned about the way plants make organic matters by photosynthesis, the way proteins are synthesized in our body and the way we digest and absorb food. Always when I learn these principles, I think that these principles are wonderful and I feel that dairy life becomes more interesting than usual. In addition to it, science gives us useful knowledge of living　?? (i would say "insights about living"). For example, vaccination immunizes us against influenza. Since science has these advantages, I think science is the most useful subject.

I think the most useful subject that I have learned is Japanese. It is necessary to me because I love to experience different cultures, and language is just a better way ?? Individual pieces always demanded addition of one’s personality and individual style to avoid sounding like mundane mimicry – which inevitably cultivates creativity in the performer. Lastly, music taught me self motivation, openness and an appreciation of diverse cultures. These skills have proved invaluable in my everyday life and in my field of specialization.

I think English is the most useful subject. To tell the truth, most of the subjects I have ever learned are not useful in my daily life. I have rarely used what mathematics or science teachers taught me. However, English is an the only exceptional subject. One day, I was spoken to by a foreign woman. She asked me the way to a place. Then I was embarrassed, but I was able to tell her the way in English. I was happy, and I appreciated the fact that English is very useful. So I’d like to brush up my English skill and use English in my daily life. When I finish developing my English skill, my knowledge of other subjects will be useful.

I think that contemporary society (aotani: a better name?) The most useful subject I have learned is English. It is helpful in our everyday life lives. These days, we see more words or sentences in English when walking in the streets. For example, there are many stores or restaurants which have an English name. If I were not able to read it, I would have a lot of difficulty. Moreover, today we have much opportunity many opportunities to communicate with people from foreign countries, so English skill often helps us a lot. On the other hand, other subjects, such as history, mathematics, biology and so on, are interesting but are not as useful as English in actual life.

The most useful subject I have learned is an information class (aotani: Would this count as a subject?) I think world history is most useful subject. In my daily life, I often see words that I learned while I was studying world history, comparing compared with words of other subjects.      Thus, "history" is the most useful.
