I think bicycles should be allowed on sidewalks.
　　The main reason for my inclination is that it is too dangerous to let bicycles run together with cars on the road. Some people would perhaps argue that bicycles on the sidewalks might cause accidents as well. However, after comparing the accidents that have happened on the road and to those on the sidewalks, it is not difficult for us to find out that the former is often more seriously damaging.
　　Moreover, allowing bicycles running on the sidewalks encourages people to ride a bicycle to workplace or school. This could solve the problem that people in the modern society are often lack of exercise.
To conclude, I support the idea the topic gives.

Bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk in many cities in around the world. I think this is not a good rule. (More natural: I do not think that this is a good rule.)
First, riding bicycles on the sidewalk is dangerous for both the passers-by pedestrians and the riders. The sidewalk is usually narrow, so when riding the riders must give full attention to riding (give full attention TO something) in order not to not hit others. But some people, especially the young, often ride their bicycles quickly. In such cases, it is easy for them to hit someone else or to get hurt themselves when avoiding others. To the passers-by pedestrians, especially the old, it may be fatal. Secondly, this rule is not fair to the passers-by pedestrians. I think the sidewalk is the place where we can enjoy our walking.

In China, between the sidewalk and the fast lane, there is a lane designed
>> only for bicycles, because there will be at least 1 bicycle in each Chinese
>> family and the amount is really a large one. I think that the bicycle lane
>> is pretty good. With the bicycle lane which is only for bicycles, neither
>> bicycle riders need to worry about being hit by cars, nor do pedestrians
>> have to watch out for bicycles on the sidewalk. However, in many other countries
>> where no bicycle lanes are available, both pedestrians and bicycle rides riders
>> have to be careful all the time in order to avoid collisions, and this is
>> just my personal experience in Japan.
I believe the rule is a good one, mainly because of the following reasons.
First of all, not all bicycles travel fast enough to run on the
street. So those who don't travel fast should be allowed to use
sidewalks, otherwise it would become extremely dangerous for them to
ride on bicycles. Second, according to a statistics, car-bicycle
accidents are more common than pedestrian-bicycle accidents, and they
are far more fatal than normal car accidents. Considering that
situation ("fact" or "statistic" would be better here), I think we even have to encourage cyclists to use sidewalks
to improve traffic safety.
For these reasons, I maintain that bicycles should be allowed on sidewalks.
I think the rule which allows bicycles on the sidewalk is a bad rule. Bicycles can run go (run is not a verb that can be used for the movement of bikes) faster than walkers, and it is quite natural for people riding on bicycles to want to run go faster than walkers and pass walkers. When they will pass walkers, walkers have to step out of the way of bicycles, but in some cases walkers are not aware of approaching bicycles, and bicycles and walkers barely almost collide. There are quite a few cases where these lead to accidents. The accidents can be decreased if bicycles and walkers go on the different lanes. I think bicycles-only lanes should be established.

I think it is a bad rule. This is because it is very dangerous for people, especially for small children or elderly people, to walk on the sidewalk where many bicycles are running moving (run is not a verb used for bikes) at high speeds. Not only cars but bicycles can lead to people’s death when they clash with each other. If such a rule were not established, the number of traffic accidents between pedestrians and bicycles would decrease. However now, actually currently we are allowed to ride abicycles on the sidewalk, so I think it is important for people who ride a bicycles to be careful enough not to cause traffic accidents.

I think it is a good rule. This is because to ride a riding bicycles on the streets increases the risk of serious accidents. Bicycles run move (run is not a verb for bikes) far slower than cars. So, when we ride a bicycles, we always pay attention to cars behind us. And when we check behind shoulder-check while riding a bicycle, we have to look backwards. It is a dangerous action. That’s because bicycles have to run only have a narrow space between a the sidewalk and a the street. And when we look backwards, we often sway dangerously, and in the worst case we lose balance and fall off. Car drivers can’t respond to such accidents which happened right in front of them, and it will lead to serious accidents.
I think that this rule can sometimes be a bad one. If a few bicycle riders use the sidewalk, there will be few accidents and therefore, few problems. However, if too many bicycles are on the sidewalk, bicycles can easily crash against into walkers, so it can be very dangerous for walkers to walk on the sidewalk. Moreover on such a sidewalks, bicycle riders must run bike (run is not a verb you can use for bicycles) very carefully, so riders cannot run bike at high speeds and they cannot rush to their destination or enjoy a comfortable ride. For these reasons, if many people are using a bicycles, I believe it is better to forbid bicycles on the sidewalk and make a road on which only bicycles are allowed. (Suggestion: use "pedestrians" instead of "walkers" throughout essay)

I think this is a good rule.
I think it's dangerous to run on ride bicycles beside cars at high speeds, and it's safer on the sidewalk.
It's true that riding bicycles  running (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles) on the sidewalk may be dangerous for pedestrians, but I think the risk of accidents is lower.
I feel more scared when a car passes just next to me, than when a bicycle passes. So I think it is better to allow rather than prohibit bicycles on the sidewalk.
However, I have one thing to say; the sidewalk shouldn't be narrow. It needs to be wide enough. When it this comes true, the rule will be perfect.
I think this is a bad rule. I think people walk on the sidewalk because they think it is safe to walk there. If there are no sidewalks, pedestrians have to walk worrying about whether they are will be hit by a running car. In order that they need not worry, some space where people can walk separated from cars is necessary. If both pedestrians and bicycles are on the sidewalk, those who are walking also expose themselves to danger because bicycles can not stop immediately like cars. If a running moving (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles) bicycle hits a walking person, he or she may not only be hurt but also die. So I think this is a bad rule. (111 words)

I think this is a bad rule. The sidewalk is a road for pedestrians. Especially in a the city (it's "in the city" like you would say "in the countryside"), the number of pedestrians is large. So, if bicycles go on the sidewalk, they may hit  pedestrians. Moreover, two bicycles in a row sometimes go on the sidewalk. It is no more than a nuisance (this means "it is only a nuisance" - do you mean "it is quite a nuisance"?). Owing to them, pedestrians hardly walk on the sidewalk. So, I think it is better that there is be a road for bicycles beside a the sidewalk. If there is a road for bicycles, both bicycles and pedestrians need not pay much attention to each other. Additionally, bicycles can go faster. In conclusion, I think we should make a road for bicycles instead of allowing bicycles on the sidewalk.
I think allowing bicycles on the sidewalk in many cities around the world is a bad rule. This is because the population density in many cities is increasing and many people are walking on the sidewalk. Therefore it becomes very difficult to ride bicycles on the sidewalk without causing accidents or inconveniencing the pedestrians.  This can be seen clearly in Kyoto city and especially in Shijo where it is becoming impossible to ride bicycles on the sidewalk because many people from and to their places of work walk on the sidewalk to and from their places of work. In Kenya for example, it is completely impossible to ride bicycles on the sidewalk in big cities such as Nairobi, Mombasa and Kisumu. Therefore it is necessary to provide bicycle lanes to restore order in major cities of the world.
I think it is a good rule, though there is some room to be improved for improvement. Without the rule, all people who ride bicycles have to be on the roadway. That is dangerous. It increases the risk of hitting against a car ("getting hit by a car" is more natural). Riding a bicycle on the sidewalk increases the risk of collision with a passenger pedestrians, but the expected accidents are not as dangerous as those on the roadway. So, the rule saves life lives from traffic accidents ("the rule saves lives." or "the rule reduces traffic accident deaths" would be better here).
But, I think the best way is to make a bikeway where only people who ride bicycles can pass.
In summary, I believe the rule is a good one, but that we should make the roads safer.
I think that the rule is bad and I will bring the give a familiar example to tell show how bad it is. I see a lot of bicycles running (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles) on the sidewalk around Kyoto University, but the road is so narrow and the traffic is so heavy that sometimes they crash into each other. At night, moreover, the risk of the crashing soars because recognizing the bicycles is difficult and some of them do not even turn on their lights. Rules should secure people’s lives. So the rules which exposes them to the dangerous situations need to be vanished eliminated or to be restricted to the degree in which such that they are relieved to walk comfortable walking on the sidewalk.
I agree that this is not a good rule but it is necessary in some cases.
In most cities only few roads are designed for the exclusive use by of bicycles. Therefore bicycles are expected to be operated on the sidewalk or on the roadway, yet some roadways are too dangerous for bicycle users.
It is true that some bicycle users give pressure to pedestrians and even harm them occasionally.But this problem does not arise from the permission to ride a bicycles on the sidewalk. It is a problem of its user's manner.
It is sure that bicycle users should improve their manner but they should be allowed on the sidewalks.
It is very difficult to decide clearly with certainty whether this is a good rule or not,
but thinking of the streets of Kyoto, I think this is a good rule.
If bicycles should be were totally banned from passing through the sidewalk in Kyoto city,
the roadway would be filled with bicycles.
These bicycles might disturb drivers' attentions distract drivers,
which might cause dangerous traffic accidents.
It is true that bicycles are also dangerous for pedestrians on the side walk.
However, it is risky to drive off all bicycles into the narrow roadways in Kyoto (you could try: "narrow roadways *of* Kyoto" - this implies that Kyoto roadways are generally narrow).
Therefore I believe it is good to allow bicycles on the side walk,
but it is essential to add rules for the safety of pedestrians.
In my opinion, this is a good rule. The revision of this rule is
unnecessary. First, if those who had a ride on a rode bicycles on the sidewalk
minded their manners and took care of pedestrians, we would not have any
problems. I know many people who have avoided accidents in an appropriate
manner. Second, using sidewalks is economical way. If the government
established roads and pavements only for bicycles, it would lead to spending
a lot of money and wasting resources. Thus, it is irrational that the
government prohibits (subjunctive) cycling on the sidewalk. For these reasons, getting on
a bicycle on the sidewalk should be permitted. (106 words)

I think that bicycles should be allowed on the sidewalk. It may be dangerous for bicyclists to pass pedestrians on the sidewalk, but it is more dangerous for cars to pass bicyclists on the road. If an accident between a car and a bicycle happens, the bicyclist will be seriously  hurt because cars are far heavier and faster than bicycles. On the other hand, bicyclists with their bicycles are just a little heavier and faster than pedestrians. So if an accident between a bicyclist and a pedestrian happens, the pedestrian will only be a little hurt. Therefore, bicyclists should be allowed to pass (since this can be confused with "passing pedestrians", consider omitting "to pass") on the sidewalk as long as they run go (run is not a verb that can be used with bicycles) slowly.
I think this is a good rule. Though it is dangerous for a pedestrian to walk on a sidewalk with bicycles running (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles), it is safer for a rider to run on a use a sidewalk than on a roadway, where cars and motorbikes run. Especially for children who are not good at riding a bicycles, people should ride a bicycles on sidewalks since they may fall down and be run over by a car when they ride on a the roadway. Even if a pedestrian is run over by a bicycle, he seldom dies, but if a rider is run over by a car or a motorbike, he is more likely to die. Therefore, I think bicycles should be allowed on sidewalks.

I think this is a bad rule. Because walkers and bicycles must use the
same roads (or: share the same sidewalks), there are at least two points which reasons why I regard this rule as
bad. The first point reason is that this rule is dangerous for walkers.
Walkers must always pay attention to their back what is behind them ("back" is a part of the body) and walk in a line.
However, elders the elderly can’t walk agilely (agilely is not commonly used; more commonly we say "are not very agile"). Mothers who have little children
can’t walk in a line. The second point is that this rule is also
dangerous for bicycles. The sidewalk is usually too narrow for walkers
and bicycles to use at the same time. Thus, people can’t pedal
bicycles fast. However, is there anyone who never hurries?

I think it is not a good rule that bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk in Japan. I agree that it is dangerous for bicycles to run go (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles) on the roadway where many cars run. But there are too many bicycles to run fit on the sidewalk especially in Kyoto. Sidewalks in Japan is are very narrow because it is they are  made for people, not for bicycles. There are many traffic accidents in which bicycles run over people on the sidewalk. So, I suggest that we make bicycle lanes. If we have had bicycle lanes, we can could move to our destination more quickly, and comfortably and safely by bicycles. And using bicycles is more ecological than using cars, buses and so on.
I agree with the rule. To your surprise, bicycles are normally not allowed on the sidewalk in Japan. However, I am sure that you usually ride your bicycle on the sidewalk for fear you might be run over by a car. I am that kind of person, too. I think cars are much faster than bicycles, so it is dangerous for bicyclers bikers to run go (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles) on the same road as cars. But from a different point of view, when bicycles run go on the sidewalk, pedestrians are exposed to danger. Then, in my opinion, pedestrians should have priority to bicycles. People riding a bicycles ought to pay attention to pedestrians. If so, it will be all right.

    I think this is a good rule, for . For (your second sentence is a fragment - not a complete sentence) this rule may increase the number of those who ride a bicycles. Because environmental problems have got received (in general, use "receive" instead of "got" in formal writing) attention recently, we should use a bicycles, not a cars, in order to save the earth. Some people may say that bicycles should run we should ride bicycles (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles) on the carriageway roads in order not to injure pedestrians. But I wonder where we should run by could ride bicycles if they were not allowed on the sidewalk. On the carriageway road, the riders are in danger of being injured by cars more severely than pedestrians are injured by bicycles. I think the way a lane for bicycles should be made. But if it can’t be made, bicycles should be allowed on the sidewalk.

However, as long as we ride bicycles on the sidewalk, we need not to worry about that and the number of car accidents will decrease. So I think we should ride bicycles on the sidewalk.
I think this is a good rule. People sometimes say that it is dangerous for you to walk on the sidewalk because there are bicycles on the sidewalk. However, bicycles are on the roadway, (this is redundant) I think it is also dangerous for you to ride bicycles on the roadway because there are cars on the roadway. Moreover, when you walk on the sidewalk, you are safety safe if you are careful to step aside. And when you ride bicycles on the sidewalk, you should be careful not to collide with people and you should ride bicycles on the roadway when there are many people on the sidewalk.
I think this is a bad rule. The sidewalk is so narrow that it is difficult for both people who ride on bicycles and people who walk to use it together. Walking people Pedestrians have risks to be risk being hit by people who drive ride bicycles. This is a very embarrassing issue. Many people are injured in this kind of accident. But I think people who use bicycles are not wrong. If bicycles are not allowed on the sidewalk, using bicycles becomes very inconvenient. So, I think we should have roads for only bicycles (or: bicycle-only lanes). To do By doing so, we can decrease traffic accidents related to bicycles (or: bicycle-related traffic accidents).
I think this is a bad rule because the sidewalk is narrower than the roadway ("road" is more commonly used than "roadway"). Therefore, when there are pedestrians and bicycles on the sidewalk,
the sidewalk is so crowded that many accidents between pedestrians and people on bicycles happen. So, if the rule is banned, the sidewalk will be empty 
and the pedestrians’ safety will be secure ensured and accidents between pedestrians and people on bicycles will decrease. Moreover, there are old people
and children on the sidewalk, and bicycles are dangerous for them. Therefore, I think this is a bad rule.
I think that that is a bad rule. It is simply because there are a lot of accidents in many cities around the world because of that rule. When I am riding my bicycle on a the sidewalk, I am often irritated because I have to stop in order not to bump into walkers pedestrians or other bicycles. However, If I pedalled if I were to pedal along the sidewalk at a high speed without stopping, I would bump into someone and injure or kill him or her. What this means is that it is very dangerous or useless to ride a bicycles on the sidewalk. After all Thus, bicycles shouldn’t be allowed on the sidewalk.
I think the rule that allows bicycles on the sidewalk is bad for both walkers and riders of bicycles. Firstly, bicycles are so dangerous for walkers that bicycles sometimes run over walkers and make them die. Actually In fact ("actually" is OK for conversations, but "in fact" is better for formal essays), large numbers of old people and children die in accidents with bicycles every year. Secondly, the rule makes the likelihood of bicycle-to-bicycle accidents much bigger higher. On the side walk, bicycles are not forced to run stay (run is not a verb that can be used with bicycles) on the left side. So, the danger that bicycles crash into each other is much bigger. I think bicycles should be banned on the sidewalk in order to avoid such accidents.

However, the most important thing is to
ride a bicycles slowly and carefully for the pedestrians’ safety.

I think that is a good rule. Certainly, it is dangerous that for bicycles run to go  (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles) on the sidewalk because bicycles may collide with pedestrians. But, if bicycles were not allowed on the side walk, they would have to run go on the roadway road. This leads to increasing an increase in the number of accidents involving bicycles and cars. I think such accidents are more terrible than accidents involving bicycles and pedestrians. The rule is surely important, but I think it is the most important that each of us is be careful of pedestrians and cars. If all of us obey have good manners (you cannot "obey manners"; only "obey rules"), rules are not needed. In fact, however, we don’t all necessarily obey mind our manners, so the rule is needed and that rule is good for us.
 

There is much to be said on either side. Not only healthy young people but children, elderly people or disabled persons ride a bicycle bicycles. Probably some of them cannot
ride a bicycle bicycles well, so we have to allow them to ride a bicycle bicycles on the sidewalk. This is because those people are likely to have an accidents. I think most people will think
it is dangerous for small children to ride a bicycles on a carriageway the road. On the other hand, there is are some reasons for the argument that bicycles should be banned on the
sidewalk. If a person who is riding a bicycle on the sidewalk isn’t careful, he or she may run into a pedestrian. 
I think that a rule that allowing bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk is bad. The rule is dangerous for walkers pedestrians. For example, on a sidewalk near my university, many bicycles run go (run is not a verb that can be used for bicycles) at high speeds. It makes people who are walking on the sidewalk frightened and now the number of the people pedestrians is small (or: and now less pedestrians use it). This is not good situation, because a sidewalk is made for people walking on it pedestrians, not for bicycles running on it. Bicycles should run go on a the road which cars run on. Certainly, it is dangerous for people riding bicycles, but it is written in a the law. Therefore, bicycles should not run be allowed on a the sidewalk.

I think that bicycles should (only?) be allowed on the roadway. This is because people who use them have bad manners. People who walk on the sidewalk often feel scared about of them. In Japan, aging goes on the population is aging and we have more number of the elderly people. They cannot judge and behave quickly, so it is more likely that they will strike be hit by bicycles, and they may be killed in the accidents because they are very weak. So I think we need to restrict bicycles on to the roadway roads (roadway is OK, but road is more commonly used). Fortunately, Japan began to restrict bicycles on to the side of the roadway recently. This system in Japan has not been become common yet. But in the near future, this system will be popular in Japan.
I think this is bad rule. Many people think that bicycles are not so fast that they don’t fast enough to cause serious accidents that they nor injure other people badly. When bicycles hit something, that the impact is very strong. Sometimes it may kill other people. On the sidewalk there are elderly people or small children. Some of them are weak and not careful so bicycles are very dangerous for them. If bicycles hit them, they are more likely to be badly injured than adults. I think if bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk, you should make up sidewalk only for bicycle sidewalks only for bicycles like in some European countries.
 

I think it is a good rule. Most of the roadways are dangerous for bicycles. Cycling people might be get run over by cars when if they fall on the roadway. Therefore, I suppose that bicycles should be allowed on the sidewalk. However, it is true that a lot of bicycles do not obey the traffic rules and manners when they use the pavement (do you mean "sidewalks" here? if you say "pavement" it makes it seem like you're talking about the road, which contradicts your point). For example, some bicycles often run at a breakneck pace or obstruct the way. Bicycles Cyclists should not only use the sidewalk to defend themselves, but they should also obey traffic rules in order to not to injure pedestrians. We must not forget that we can become both the injured and the assailant.

 This is a good rule for the following reasons. 
First, if some rule prohibits us from taking a ride on a bicycles 

on the sidewalk, the number of traffic accidents will increase. For 
example, when a bus running ahead comes to you, it is dangerous 
to run ride on the roadway. 
 Second, pedestrians can walk on the sidewalk safely if bicycles are allowed 
on the sidewalk. Some people say that there are people who ride their 
bicycles in dangerous way on the sidewalk. However, it is pedestrians 
that are to blame. They walk on the sidewalk abreast and that makes 
riders be unable to go straight. So if pedestrians walk in order, 

the number of such riders (I know what you're saying here, but "complaints" works better) will greatly decrease. 


I don't think that it is a bad thing to allow people to ride a bicycles on the sidewalk. I think so because it would be very dangerous if all of us were forced to use the roadway when we ride a bicycle, and traffic accidents would increase more and more.
However, there is no denying that it is also dangerous for pedestrians when bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk. As a matter of fact, there are enormous number of traffic accidents between pedestrians and bicycles cyclists.
I think that all sidewalks should be separated off into two parts -- one for pedestrians and the other for bicycles cyclists. 

I do not agree with the rule that bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk in many cities around the world. This is because bicycles sometimes hit people on the sidewalk. These days the number of accidents caused by bicycles on the sidewalk is increasing. Children and elderly people on the sidewalk are getting injured. So in order not to injure them, bicycles should be allowed on a the road. Of course, bicycles may get involved in car accidents on a the road. But if bicycles cyclists try to move on the side of a road ride along the curb, cars will move safely. In order not to injure people who drive cars, ride bicycles and walk, they should be considerate of each other (who should be considerate of each other? cyclists? drivers? everyone? the wording is a bit confusing). 

I think that this is a good rule. For example, when my mother drives a the car, she is in trouble gets anxious, if a person rides a bicycle on the roadway. She is gets afraid that a the person who rides a bicycle may slip and fell fall. You were just talking about how your mother gets worried when someone rides their bike on the street, so the reader would naturally expect you to say "I think many drivers want cyclists to ride on the sidewalk"). However, people who walk on the sidewalk think that a person who rides a bicycle cyclists are is a hindrance. An Old person people are especially is in difficulty endangered because they can't move quickly. As to it Yet, I think that if a person who rides a bicycle cyclists pays attention, the problem will be solved. That is why I think that this is a good rule. 

I think this is a good rule. The Bicycles on the roadways are very dangerous. The riders of the bicycles cannot move as fast as the drivers of the cars on the road. The Drivers often tempt to get ahead of the riders cyclists because they want to move at higher speed, which causes more accidents. If the sidewalks are not crowded, you should get on use them. But whether you are on the roadways street or on the sidewalks, you should not gather speed go too fast. The higher speed you move at, the larger amounts of more damage you cause. When you ride on your bicycle, you should move at a moderate speed. 

I think that this is a good rule. Of course, riding on bicycles on the sidewalk is dangerous for walkers. But, riding on bicycles on the road where cars pass is dangerous for those who ride on them cyclists. So, I think that on the sidewalk where few people walk, people can should be allowed to ride on bicycles, but on the sidewalk where a lot of people walk, people should walk pushing their bicycles. Also, people should not ride on them, bicycles while listening to music or talking on the cell phones. If they can pay attention to walkers, they are should be allowed to ride on bicycles on the sidewalk. 


I think bicycles should not be allowed on the sidewalk, for it is too dangerous to the for both sides of pedestrians and cyclists. It is a bad rule, but it is allowed in many cities around the world. Actually, if I was a pedestrian when I walk on the sidewalk, I feel that I must be very careful when I was walking, and I would always keep an eye on the bicycles passing by me. To tell the truth, it is I become quite nervous and tired. But what I have just said didn’t doesn't mean that I think bicycles cyclists should ride by the side of vehicles. It would be too dangerous and unfair to cyclists. So, I suggest that the government should make the roads only for bicycles. 

I think that this is a bad rule. It is because sidewalks are not for bicycles but for walkers, and 
bicycles are dangerous for walkers. When I was a in elementary school child, I went to school on foot. Then Once, a 
bicycle came near to running over me. Bicycles are bigger than small children, so if a bicycle collides with 
a child, the child can be seriously hurt in the accident or can die. In my daily life, Since I 
entered Kyoto University, I ride my bicycle every day. When I ride my bicycle on a the sidewalk, I am often in 
a cold sweat, praying that my bicycle don't won't collide with a man someone.

I think this is a bad rule. Bicycles shouldn't be allowed on the sidewalk. This is because there are many traffic accidents related to bicycles. 

  

Most riders don't seriously think they may cause an accident, so that they run go fast. Similarly most pedestrians don't constantly think they can have an get into an accident, so that they walk carelessly. Riders run beside pedestrians because the sidewalk in many cities is generally narrow. Consequently a lot of pedestrians have an accident get into accidents and some are even get killed. 
Moreover, parking bicycles on the sidewalk is a problem. Disabled people using a wheelchair or a walking stick have trouble walking when there are bicycles parked on the sidewalk. 
This is why For these reasons, I believe bicycles shouldn't be allowed on the sidewalk. 

I think that a the rule that bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk is a good one because the rule help it helps riders of bicycles avoid traffic accidents. Certainly, on the sidewalk, a rider may collide with a walker. But on the road, a rider may collide with a car. Both collisions are very dangerous. But I think that the collision with a car is more dangerous than the collision with a walker. So I agree that bicycles are should be allowed on the sidewalk. However it is sure that moving bicycles are certainly dangerous for walkers. So I think that riders of bicycles cyclists should be very careful not to injure walkers when they ride bicycles on the sidewalk. 


I don’t think that bicycles should be allowed on the sidewalk.  The speed of a moving bicycle is much faster than that of walking man.  And when we you are riding a bicycles, even if we you want to stop soon quickly, we you can’t stop easily.  So when we you are riding bicycles ride a bicycle, the risk of happening accidents an accident happening gets higher than not riding them if you didn't ride it, and once an accident happens, it tends to be a terrible one.  Judging from this, riding bicycles on the sidewalk is so too dangerous.  Although I know that people who are riding ride bicycles want to run on the sidewalk, they should stop doing so in order to avoid terrible accidents.

I think that this is a bad rule. Bicycles should not be allowed on the sidewalk. Bicycles should be treated like cars. There are three reasons for this. First, for young children and elderly people, bicycles are too fast to avoid. Second, in general, there are is little space on the sidewalk. We pedestrians want to walk freely on the sidewalk. Third, people who get on their bicycles tend not to concentrate their pay attention on during their ride. This is because there are no dangerous things on the sidewalk. If they ride on bicycles on the road, they will concentrate their pay attention on to their ride riding. Therefore, I think that this is a bad rule. 

Bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk in many countries around the world. From my point of view, it is a bad rule because the drawbacks outweigh the advantages. It can’t be denied that allowing setting bicycles to be parked on the sidewalk makes people feel transportation more convenient and allows people to be able to enjoy their freedom. However, imagining the streets be filled with bicycles, we can easily draw the conclusion that it will bother our social lives a lot (what will bother us? According to your argument, wouldn't bicycles on the streets be a good thing (compared to having them on the sidewalk)?). In addition, setting the parking bicycles on the sidewalk lacks security, which means the bicycles can be easily stolen on the sidewalk. To sum up, though allowing the bicycles to be set parked on the sidewalks has some benefits, there are more disadvantages when considering all the factors.

 I think that it is not a good rule. It is very dangerous to ride a bicycle on a sidewalk because there are people walking there. Reckless riding on a the sidewalk may cause hitting a collision with a person and may lead to an injury or even death injuring or killing him or her. 
 In the first place Fundamentally, each a bicycle has two wheels and goes ahead by the rotation of the wheels. Therefore, I think that bicycles should be treated the same as cars and we must should not ride bicycle them on the sidewalk. To create a better environment for walking people pedestrians, I think riding on the sidewalk should be banned by the government, I think. 

I think this is a good rule. Naturally, some people say this is a bad rule because bicycles must run over walking people may collide with pedestrians due to narrow sidewalks, but I disagree with this view. I think to avoid walking people avoiding pedestrians (or walkers; "walking people" is not a common usage, although it makes sense) when we ride bicycles is easier than to avoid avoiding bicycles when we drive cars. It This is because the speed of bicycles is slower than that of cars and we can be careful about other things more when riding on a bicycle. So, this rule can decrease the risk of being run over by cars a car when we ride bicycles very much and don't it doesn't increase the risk of being run over by bicycles a bicycle when we walk very much. That is why I think this is a good rule.

I think that this is a good rule. There are several reasons for this. First, it is more dangerous to cross the roadway ride on the street than to cross than it is to ride on the sidewalk by when using a bicycle. If you got get hit by a car, you might die. There are many terrible things on the roadway. For example, motorbikes, taxis, and tracks, which are very heavy, might harm you. Secondly, if you cross ride on the sidewalk, you could lead leisurely lives can have a leisurely time and look at many things around you. For example, beautiful flowers, trees, and people might make you happy. Of course, you should be careful in order not to hit someone when you cross the ride on a narrow sidewalk by bicycle. Therefore, I agree with this rule.

I think that bicycles should not be allowed on the sidewalk, because it is dangerous for pedestrians. If bicycles’ speed is so fast cyclists go too fast on the sidewalk, pedestrians may get injured.  In fact, when I was an elementary school student, I got injured because a bicycle crashed into me.  In many countries, for example, in Japan, people don’t have roads where only bicycles are only allowed to pass through. So, sometimes people ride on bicycles on the roadway, but it that is also dangerous for bicycles’ riders them. I think that we need the special bicycles’-only roads in order to keep pedestrians and bicycles’ riders cyclists safe. 

I think it’s a bad rule that bicycles are allowed on the sidewalk. 
Bicycles should be on the roadway because they are as dangerous as cars. They can hurt walkers. In fact, a bicycle hurt my classmate at one corner one day. The rider should have watched out for the walkers, but people in a hurry are likely to be more careless than usual. Regulating bicycles can prevent such accidents. 
The safety of walkers precedes drivers’ temper the tempers of car drivers. Some of drivers may complain about bicycles on the roadway, but most roads are wide enough for cars to pass by a bicycle. Actually, most of the narrow roads don’t have its sidewalks. Therefore, bicycles should be strictly regulated on the sidewalk. 



I think that this is a bad rule. Many students of Kyoto University go to
the college school by bike.
So the sidewalk around Kyoto University is crowded with students riding
on a bicycles.
In spite of Even when there is a red light some students don't stop. They don't seem to
feel guilty about going through a red light.
In addition, when they sleep late, they ride fast on a their bicycles. So they
sometimes crash into a pedestrians.
Pedestrians are afraid of them and I no longer see pedestrians walk
along the sidewalk around Kyoto University.
I think that we should try to push walk our bicycles on the sidewalk in order
not to hurt pedestrians.


I think that the rule is seriously bad in two points for two reasons. First, it is dangerous to ride a bicycle on the sidewalk. A lot of people including the aged and disabled use the sidewalk. The Deaf people can’t notice a bicycles running from up behind them. Second, a lot of people make leave their bicycles left on the sidewalk in many places though it is prohibited. It is very annoying and prevents people from walking freely. In my opinion, this is because people think of the sidewalk as a place for bicycles. To prohibit bicycles on the sidewalk will solve these problems.


I don't think that it is a good rule. If the sidewalks were wide enough, there would be no problem and people could walk and ride a bicycles safely. But most sidewalks are too narrow. I usually go to school by bicycle and I sometimes have to hurry in order to get to the school on time. But there are usually a lot of people walking on the sidewalk, so riding a bicycle on the sidewalk at a high speed is really dangerous. In the Netherlands there are roads on which only bicycles can pass. I think we should make them too. It will be much safer and we will not have to care worry about the pedestrians. 

I think that bicycles must not be allowed to go on the sidewalks.
Many people, including elders and infants, can be on the sidewalk. And whenever people are walking on the sidewalk, there is a very high risk of colliding with them. So driving rules are strictly isolating cars from walkers. But how about bicycles?  Particularly in Japan, policy makers don't recognize the dangerousness of bicycles. People cannot drive cars without a license, which certificates the holder's knowledge of the rules. But anyone are is allowed to go on a bicycle. This raises the number of accidents between a bicycle and a human pedestrian. So, I think that bicycles also must be isolated from walkers.

I think this is a bad rule. I sometimes become in danger of being run over by bicycles with going at high speeds. Moreover, the sidewalk is often too narrow for bicycles, so they sometimes become likely to fall down when they curve turn.  It is so too dangerous to allow bicycles to be on the sidewalk for both bicycles and passersby. However, it is also dangerous for bicycles to run go on the roadway. So, I think we should build the roads meant only for bicycles, especially in Kyoto where many students ride bicycles and many tourists visit. If  By doing so, all people are everyone will become safe.


I think this is a good rule. Because, it is dangerous that running on the driveway by bicycle for bicycles to be on the street. Of course, some people riding a bicycle cyclists do not care about those who are walking on the sidewalk. They have bad manners. However, if an accident would happened between car and bicycle, it would be a serious accident. And the possibility of accident will increase when the bicycle is running on the car road. Some people may be killed by in the accident. On the other hand, if an accident would happen between walking people and bicycle person a cyclist and a pedestrian, nobody would be killed. Life is most important thing of all. Therefore I believe bicycles should be allowed run on the sidewalk.

That is why I think this is a good rule.


I think this is a bad rule. 

That's I think so because there are pedestrians on the sidewalk. 

They move at lower speed than those who are riding a bicycle. 

So, accidents between pedestrians and bicycles can occur and the number of accidents can increase. 

Especially, the aged or children would face the danger of being in an accidents if that rule remains remained in place. 

However, if bicycles should were forced to be on the roadway, then cars can do harm to bicycles cyclists. 

So, I think that governments around the world should arrange lanes for bicycles between the roadway and the sidewalk. 

If governments they do so, accidents on the sidewalk or on the roadway can decrease and the problems of that rule will be solved. 


It is understandable that a bicycles should be rather on the sidewalk rather than on the road, where
when it they blocks the road traffic. However, I think it is a bad thing to
allow bicycles on sidewalks, without making a thorough notice that
pedestrians have the right of way there and enforcing it.

A biker tends to believe, at least while biking, that he does not have
to slow down, or give way, or get off the bike on the sidewalk, and
  he may even believe that he has a right to drive pedestrians out. This is typically
true in and around schools, where the bikers are young and immature. 

 This is not a good rule at all because this rule is not kind to old people and to or children. Bicycles running on the sidewalk can so easily cause the accidents so easily that it is so too dangerous to for those who are walking on the sidewalk, especially to the elderly and to the youngsters;.  Some old people don’t hear very well or don’t step aside well, and some children don’t know well about the rules of the road well. This is why this rule might cause the accidents on the sidewalk and this dangerous condition should be ameliorated by prohibiting bicycles on the sidewalk. 



I think the rule is good. That’s I think so because it’s dangerous that we to ride
bicycles on the roads meant for cars. I also agree with the opinion that
bicycles on the sidewalk is can be dangerous, since bicycles with immoral
riders can injure pedestrians such as elderly people and children.
However, bicycles will interrupt the car traffic if bicycles get into the road for cars
they ride on the street. In today’s society, cars play a very important roles,
so bicycles should not disturb traffic too much. When we stand on the think from that
viewpoint, the biggest problem is finding the way of ensuring to ensure pedestrians’
safety. The only way of solving the problem is that all of us pay
attention to the people on the sidewalk when we ride on bicycle.


Statistics show that more than 100 thousand traffic accidents occur
between bicycles and cars in a year's time in Japan, while
bicycle-pedestrian accidents are about 3000 in nunmber. So, we have a
good reason to support the rules that allows bicycles on sidewailk.

Still, I don't think it's enough to allow bicycles on sidewalk. Rather,
I think we need registrations on a registration process and stronger education of the riders of
bicycles for cyclists. After all, bicycles injure about 3000 people annually in
Japan.

To lessen bicycle-related traffic accidents on sidewalk, regulations are
needed that punish iunsafe riders of bicycles, and bicycles users should
keep it in mind that they may injure somoebody when on the sidewalk and wear
a good manner.
